The Fund employs a risk management policy based on modified duration. Modified duration measures the sensitivity of bond prices to

interest rate movements. As interest rates rise, bond prices fall. The higher the duration, the more the NAVPU will fluctuate in relation to

changes in interest rates. All the Fund's investment outlets undergo evaluation in accordance with the Trustee's Investment Policy Manual.

Regulatory exposure limits are monitored on a regular basis. The Fund may also use financial derivative instruments solely for the purpose

of hedging risk exposures.

The US Consumer Price Index (CPI) for December came out 2.7%, in line with market consensus and the same with previous

month. At their first FOMC meeting for 2026, the US Federal Reserve maintained its policy rates at 3.50 - 3.75%. FED Chair

Powell noted that economic activity continues to expand at a solid pace, while inflation remains somewhat elevated. As uncertainty

around the outlook persists, their decision to hold rates steady reaffirmed their dual mandate of maximum employment and price

stability. DMMF’s investments remain in US Treasury Bills, short tenor ROPs and time deposits as the fund continues to take

advantage of the elevated interest rates. The fund’s duration as of end-January remains within its mandate at 0.43years.
