The Fund’s benchmark is the Philippine Stock Exchange Composite Index (PSEi).

OUTLOOK AND STRATEGY

The PSEi traded within a narrow 5,800-6,000 range in May as investors remained cautious amid a challenging market backdrop.
The index closed the month at 5,768.76, down 1.1% and marking its lowest level since November 2025. This represents the third
consecutive monthly decline over the past five months. Persistent concerns over a weakening macro environment—including rising
inflation, higher interest rates, and ongoing geopolitical uncertainty—continued to weigh on sentiment. Developments surrounding
the US-Iran conflict, particularly alternating signs of de-escalation and renewed tensions, further pressured equities. The MSCI
rebalancing at end-May further pressured equities, driving ~$103 million in net foreign outflows, with significant selling in JFC
(following its deletion to Small Cap), ICT, and MER. Meanwhile, currency weakness also dampened foreign participation, with the
peso depreciating to a historic low of Php61.567 per US dollar.
